“APO 73 « Who turned out the lights at Shiroi, Japa was a query posted 3-4
years ago in the Remain In Touch newsletter. Whéin search that query
generated with a great bunch of former 6902 Scty®s and other historians.

It happened that Flight E of the 6920th Scty Gp was of the first units

assigned to Shiroi in 1ate1953 after the Ameridank over the base from the
Japanese. Also, Flight A 64th RSM was relocatedetin late 1953. April 1954
saw the 6920 Scty Gp (later the 6920 Scty Wg) mdkece from Johnson AFB.
In June, 1954, the 6902 Sqdn relocated from KelRBAn TDY status, then

later was permanently assigned as 6902 Scty CommiGfate 1964, the 6004
Intel Ops Sqdn was added upstairs in the main imgjladiext to the Weather
(WX) room.

In January 1959, Co!. Dwight BonlIn took over asijaitommander of both the
6922 RGM and 6902 Scty Gp from Col. Boudreau whoaieed thru March of

#41 history presented a “muddy picture" of the ménean Shiroi to Kadena

Shiroi was finally set for closing (Amended Orddid#dtd 20 OCT 1959). Then
on 25 OCT 1959 three convoys of three buses eactdled down the rice

paddies of Mutsumi, Goko and Matsudo to Tokyo. yNadry eye was seen on
any of those buses. Gene Hyden simply said, "Wedf the lights, locked the

gate. and handed the keys to the Japanese SDFO&eifise Forces)". Shiroi
was renamed Shimofusa, Katori District, Chiba Ruteies.

On March 27, 2006, the towns of Shimofusa and Taée merged into the city
of Narita, Chiba Prefecture.

Fred Sebers, an Everett, Wash., native, enlistettié Navy at age 16 during
World War Il and manned a 50-caliber machine guoaath a landing craft in
Okinawa. Sergeant Sebers left the Navy after the ua reenlisted in 1949 for
four years before joining the Air Force as a panéehigger and stunt jumper.
After a few "close calls" in his initial Air Forcgpecialty, Sergeant Sebers cross-
trained into the intelligence career field in 19%@coming a communications
analyst at Goodfellow. Ironically, his first assigant as a "202" (today's 1N4,
Signals Intelligence Analyst specialty) took hinckdao Okinawa, which was a
considerably more tranquil place than when he weset 15 years earlier.
Following his Okinawa tour, Sergeant Sebers volenae for an assignment in
Taiwan before returning to Goodfellow in 1964 asnamber of the 6948th
Security Squadron. During his assignment to Gdmdfe Sergeant Sebers
learned the Air Force had developed a method oflecting radio direction-
finding operations from aircraft. Intrigued, Serge&ebers volunteered for this
new mission, even though it meant going to Vietnafariving in Nha Trang,
Republic of Vietham, in the summer of 1967, Sertje&gebers spent the next
couple of months as an airborne communicationsyahatlith Det 1, 6994th
Security Squadron, flying specially modified EC-ZHlectric Goon" aircraft on
the new and highly classified Airborne Radio DirectFinding missions.

Members of the Prop Wash Gang flew on speciallyfigared military aircraft
that gathered communications intelligence and $igirgelligence. The first
missions started in the 1950’s and continue todagughout the world. The
targets ranged from the defunct Soviet Union durihg Cold War to the
battlefields of Viet Nam and the Gulf Wars. Themand women who flew on
these reconnaissance aircraft were highly trainedyuists capable of
simultaneous translation, sophisticated electra@ahnicians, warfare officers,
skilled analysts, and the very best pilots and geters. The missions often
lasted more than 20 hours in the air which requéredal refueling!

Members of the Prop Wash Gang, along with theiugdsbased colleagues, are
also known as “Silent Warriors” who were never atal to speak publicly
about their duties or the dangers they faced. oAilgfin several aircraft have been
lost on these missions, the reporting was verytdichor very vague. Memorials
to lost aircraft and crewmembers are in Greenvillexas as well as in San
Antonio.

Perhaps the best known shootdown of a reconnaissaincraft was in 1958
when Soviet MiG-17 pilots shot down a U.S. Air ForRC-130 aircraft over
Soviet Armenia with seventeen crewmen aboard. Th@sMattacked without
warning after it inadvertently penetrated deniedspce along the Turkish-
Armenian border. The bodies of six crewmembers westirned by the
Soviets...the fate of the remaining eleven crewmembyemains unknown.
Fifty Silent Warriors (48 flyers and two non-flydsgcame KIAs or MIAs in 16
separate incidents between 1953 and 2005.
